No motorized devices weighing in
excess of 1500 Ibs shall operate upon
icebound Eagle Spring Lake, except for
the exclusive purpose of shoreline or
lake property maintenance or repair.

This is only a summary—State boating laws as found in Section 30.50 to 30.71 and 30.99 Statutes, as amended
from time to time must be followed along with Eagle Spring Lake Ordinances.
