REGULAR MEETING

September 19, 2006

Approved Minutes

Tom Day, chairperson, called the meeting of the Eagle Spring Lake Management District to order at 7:30 p.m.  Other Commissioners in attendance were Nate Cobb, Matthew Thew, Jim Pasterski, Nick Wambach, Town of Eagle Representative Don Malek and Waukesha County Representative Pamela Meyer.  One resident was present. 
Approval of Minutes – D. Malek made a Motion to approve the minutes of August 15, 2006 regular meeting with a correction. Second by N. Cobb, motion carried with M. Thew abstaining.

Weed Harvesting/Collection & Chemical Weed Project – T. Day stated the grant with 50% funding for the chemical treatment was denied.  The fall chemical treatment (2, 4-D) was applied on September 12th with two areas needing treatment that were denied by the DNR, due to native plants in those areas.  The Board discussed the various areas of the lake where there has been growth of the native plants after chemical treatment was applied.  A letter was sent to Andrew Hudak from the DNR in regards to this.  T. Day has cut the areas that were not treated in attempts to stress the Eurasian Water Milfoil.  N. Wambach observed that some areas that have been treated this fall are starting to have some effect already.  M. Thew has noticed that there are still some boats not reversing their motors upon entering Jacks Bay.
Watershed Study – Status of Current Projects – T. Day announced that the Tim Asplund letter on the Marl Study has been distributed to the Technical Committee.  The Sub Committee of the Technical Committee met with the DNR on September 5th at the Nature Conservancy.  The DNR agreed there has been enough studies and wants a proposal from the District as to the removal of the marl.   The Board discussed various aspects of the meeting and removal of the marl in more detail.  The Technical Committee will now be split into sub-groups to prepare a proposal.
Dam Report/Lake Water Level – T. Day has been in contact with Ayres & Associates and they came out and took measurements at the Kroll Millrace.  They will need one more month to finalize the costs; therefore we expect the final report by the next meeting.
Public Boat Launch Project – T. Day put up temporary no parking signs on Hwy E for the Labor Day weekend.  P. Meyer is working with Waukesha County in regards to creating an ordinance to solve the parking issues. 
Temporary Environmental Water Level Reduction (TEWLR) – There were no updates.
Lake Patrol – D. Malek presented the lake patrol report from August 13 to September 6, 2006 on behalf of Dennis Nork.  There were 44 patrol hours with 7 citations issued and 23 verbal warnings.  A new officer Chris Heckman was sworn in.  Two boats were towed to shore.  A boat count of boats along the shoreline totaled 479.  Complaints were as follows:  boat speeding after dark, boat racing around lake from 7:35pm to 8:00pm, and a noisy loud boat.  Mr. Nork has not noticed any problems or complaints in the ski channel this year and stated it may be necessary to keep the channel open to skiers to keep pressure off the main lake.  The District will create a new traffic map for next year’s boating season.  M. Thew mentioned the buoy is damaged in Jacks Bay.
SEWRPC Report/Groundwater – There were no updates. 

New Business
Critique of Annual Meeting – There were no comments.
Other – N. Cobb said there should be some kind of monitoring of the Public Boat Launch next year to help solve the misuse of the boat launch.
T. Day stated the District has purchased 5 books - Options for Open Space – A guide for private and public land owners and land managers.  Two copies will be available at the Alice Baker Library, two at the Eagleville School and one for the District.

Financial Update and Payment of Bills – Motion made by D. Malek to approve and pay the bills. Second by J. Pasterski, motion carried.
At 9:24 p.m., J. Pasterski moved to adjourn, second by D. Malek, motion carried.
