REGULAR MEETING

January 16, 2007
Approved Minutes

Tom Day, chairperson, called the meeting of the Eagle Spring Lake Management District to order at 7:30 p.m.  Other Commissioners in attendance were Matthew Thew, Jim Pasterski, Nick Wambach, Town of Eagle Representative Don Malek and Waukesha County Representative Pamela Meyer.  Nate Cobb was excused.  There was one resident and one editor from the Mukwonago Chief present.

Approval of Minutes – J. Pasterski made a Motion to approve the minutes of December 19, 2006 regular meeting.  Second by M. Thew, motion carried.

Weed Harvesting/Collection & Chemical Weed Project – There were no updates.
Lake Restoration
Committees – T. Day listed people who have expressed interest in serving on one or more of the four committee groups: Removal Process & Equipment Needed, Aquatic Plant & Fishery, Boating Practices, and Funding.  If there is anyone else who would like to serve on any of the four committees they are to contact the ESLMD.

Time Frame – T. Day commented that although he had hoped to have a plan by the end of year and summiting a proposal to the DNR by March the more hopeful scenario will be a plan completed by the end of April, with committee meetings to follow. 
Lake Water Level Issue – T. Day commented about a conversation he had with Jeff Thornton from SEWRPC as it relates to the District needing an environmental assessment to change the current water level standards for our lake.   Our Lake Management Plan should have all the information we would need in an environmental assessment.  T. Day along with Mr. Thornton will put together an environmental assessment report and submit this to the DNR with the intent for the public hearings to follow.
Mill Race Modifications (Compliance for passage of 500 year flood) – M. Thew examined the mill race boards and they will be replaced after the weather warms up. 
Public Boat Launch Project – T. Day commented on the emails received from Jim Richie (DNR Public Access Coordinator) and the letter written to Mr. Richie as to the overflow parking at the public launch as it relates to parking on Hwy E.  D. Malek requested that both the District and the Town of Eagle request this modified ordinance be brought back before the Public Works Committee to resolve any misrepresentations that may have occurred.  The major concern of safety still exists along the highway as well as on the lake. 
Temporary Environmental Water Level Reduction (TEWLR) – T. Day has received the Bathymetry report and we are awaiting the Nature Conservancy’s recommendations.
April 2007 High School Environmental/Science Group Student Summit – T. Day recommended sponsoring the Student Summit on April 24th for the cost of $250.00.  We would be helping children learn more about the environment with the main emphasis being on phosphorus legislation.  J. Pasterski made a Motion to donate $250.00 towards the Student Summit.  Second by D. Malek, motion carried.    
New Business

Other – T. Day & various other Board members expressed their desire to attend the WAL Workshop on February 24th at WCTC in Pewaukee.  
Fireworks on the lake will be on July 3rd with a rain date of July 7th.
Financial Update and Payment of Bills – Motion made by J. Pasterski to approve and pay the bills. Second by D. Malek, motion carried.  The 4th Quarter Budget Report showed over budget on the receipts and over budget on expenses primarily due to the consulting on the dam modification for the 500 year flood and that no grant was received for the chemical treatment of weeds.  Overall the expenses were still under the $60,000 levy we had set.
At 8:40 p.m., J. Pasterski moved to adjourn, second by D. Malek, motion carried.
