REGULAR MEETING

February 20, 2007

Approved Minutes

Tom Day, Chairperson, called the meeting of the Eagle Spring Lake Management District to order at 7:30 p.m.  Other Commissioners in attendance were Nate Cobb, Matthew Thew, Jim Pasterski, Nick Wambach, Town of Eagle Representative Don Malek and Waukesha County Representative Pamela Meyer.  There were two town residents present.
Approval of Minutes – D. Malek made a Motion to approve the minutes of January 16, 2007 regular meeting.  Second by M. Thew, motion carried with N. Cobb abstaining.

Weed Harvesting/Collection & Chemical Weed Project – M. Thew stated that areas of Milfoil in Jacks Bay are visible below the ice.

Lake Restoration

Committees – Boating Practices – T. Day stated that N. Cobb has volunteered to “Chair” that committee.  The Board discussed the various issues that this committee should research with recommendations from the Committee expected by the end of June.  T. Day proposed an agenda that included:

Review of Local Ordinance for Possible Changes; this will be a use of lake (i.e. Slow-No-Wake areas, hours, etc) comparison to other lakes.  The Committee will use information gathered during our lake survey done in 2006.
Review of the Ski Channel Route:  Do we need the ski channel?

Sensitive Areas/Slow-No-Wake Areas:  Are they in need of any changes?
How Do Other Lakes Operate Public Launches:  The Committee will review the 2006 Lake Survey and present the Pros and Cons if Eagle Spring Lake were to take over the responsibilities at the Public Launch.

Boat Patrol Recommendations:  Are there any recommendations for the Lake Patrol and/or Town Board to take into consideration?
Should the Private Launch Be Closed?  Do we want to close the private launch to help prevent use by non-riparian homeowners, keeping in mind that this will still be used for our harvesting operations?  This will be a topic for discussion at our Annual Meeting.
The Boating Practice Committee is one of four committees and will have at least 7-9 people with a good mix of both fishermen and skiing recreational users.
Lake Water Level Issue – T. Day stated that the Environmental Assessment Report has been sent to Brent Binder (DNR) and we are awaiting his response.
Mill Race Modifications (Compliance for passage of 500 year flood) – M. Thew will coordinate work.  Discussion occurred about how to clean out and repair the mill race.  Work expected to be done spring/early summer.

Public Boat Launch Project – T. Day and P. Meyer attended the Waukesha County Board Meeting and were able to get an ordinance passed that will prohibit parking on both sides of Hwy E near the Public Launch.  P. Meyer stated signs will be posted this spring.
Temporary Environmental Water Level Reduction (TEWLR) – There we no updates.

April 2007 High School Environmental/Science Group Student Summit – T. Day stated the Summit will be April 24th at County Springs, Pewaukee.  The status of the Mukwonago High School going to this summit is unknown and T. Day would ask the ESLMD to help fund transportation for them if they so wished to attend.

Other – The Board discussed how they would like the new boating pattern map distributed to riparian owners around the lake.  This new map is being produced for the easy referencing for the riparian owners and their guests; the boating pattern remains the same as previously.  A new brochure will also be made available at the public boat launch and for the Lake Patrol to distribute.

Five Board members will be going to the WAL Workshop on February 24th at WCTC in Pewaukee.

Staging area for the Fireworks on July 3rd will have to be confirmed.

New Business

Beaver Trapping Funding – The Board discussed the excessive damage to trees around the lake and the possibility of hiring a trapper to trap the beavers on the lake.  By consensus the Board agreed to spend up to $200.00 to trap beavers on the lake.  N. Wambach will coordinate efforts with a trapper he has been in touch with.

Other – T. Day commented that the Wisconsin DNR will be giving a public presentation, held on May 8th in the Town of Troy, to explain the proposed sensitive areas on Lulu Lake.

N. Wambach presented to the Board an email from Matthew Zine (DNR) in regards to the present and future management of Lulu Lake State Natural Area.  Various topics included Pine Plantations, Boats on Lulu Lake, Beaver Control, and Planned Burning to help the plant community.

Financial Update and Payment of Bills – Motion made by D. Malek to approve and pay the bills.  Second by N. Cobb, motion carried.

At 8:27 p.m., D. Malek moved to adjourn, second by P. Meyer, motion carried.

Regular Meeting – The board will meet Tuesday, March 20, 2007.
