REGULAR MEETING

August 21, 2007

Approved Minutes

Tom Day, Chairperson, called the meeting of the Eagle Spring Lake Management District to order at 7:30 p.m.  Other Commissioners in attendance were Nate Cobb, Jim Pasterski, Matthew Thew, Nick Wambach, Town of Eagle Representative Don Malek, and Waukesha County Representative Pamela Meyer.  There were six residents present.

Election of Officers – Gina Krause asked for nominations for the position of chairperson.  N. Cobb nominated T. Day.  G. Krause call for additional nominations, there were none; N. Cobb made a Motion to close nominations and cast a unanimous ballot for T. Day; second by D. Malek, motion carried.

T. Day opened nominations for the position of Secretary.  M. Thew nominated N. Cobb.  T. Day called for additional nominations, there were none; D. Malek made a Motion to close nominations and cast a unanimous ballot for N. Cobb; second by M. Thew, motion carried.

T. Day opened nominations for the position of Treasurer.  N. Cobb nominated J. Pasterski.  T. Day called for additional nominations, there were none; D. Malek made a Motion to close nominations and cast a unanimous ballot for J. Pasterski; second by N. Cobb, motion carried.

Approval of Minutes – D. Malek made a Motion to approve the minutes of July, 17 2007 regular meeting; second by J. Pasterski, motion carried.

Weed Harvesting/Collection & Chemical Weed Project – T. Day commented that John Mann and he did little weed harvesting this last month.  Eurasian Water Milfoil growth has been minimal this year except for in a few locations.  Waterways Commission met August 21st in Sturgeon Bay and funding requests were in excess of available monies.  The District receiving grant funding for the chemical treatment of Jacks Bay, Marys Bay, and the area in front of Burke’s (tentative dates September 10th or 11th) is unknown at this time; however regardless of the outcome, we will be doing a fall chemical treatment.  
Lake Restoration

Committees – Boating Practices – T. Day encouraged the Board to consider further investigation of managing the public boat launch per the results from the Annual Meeting Questionnaire; 36 in favor vs. 5 against. N. Cobb commented that safety of our lake is of the utmost importance and managing the public launch may allow us to better educate those using the lake.  This will not allow for the possibility to close the launch site once the parking lot is full.  T. Day suggested a short term lease (1-2 year) if possible; there are a lot of different matters to take into account including the new liabilities the District may incur.  The Board and residents continued to discuss the increasing safety issues the lake is going to sustain with future development in the area; along with the possibility of increasing the amount of time lake patrol is present on the lake.  T. Day encourages any residents that do not wish the ESLMD to pursue taking over management of the public launch or have any other comments on the matter to please advise the District Board as such.  

Removal Process & Equipment Needed – T. Day stated he is still pursuing a chemistry solution to dissolve the marl in the lake rather than dredging.  He asked the Board for approval to purchase equipment (PH Meter), and supplies for doing a controlled study.  The testing will take approximately 1 year before results can be analyzed to its success/failure.  Jim Pasterski made a Motion to spend up to $1,000 on the purchase of the meter and any other materials, etc. needed for this project; second by D. Malek, motion carried unanimously.
Lake Water Level Issue – T. Day reported that Michelle Schneider (DNR) was out looking at the dams on August 20th and stated that the mandatory state dam inspection will be done later this year.  N. Cobb stated that upon last conversation with Ms Schneider that it may be awhile before any determination is made on our lake water level requirements.   
Mill Race Modifications (Compliance for passage of 500 year flood) – T. Day stated that no further progress can be accomplished due to the unresolved Lake Water Level Issue.  The recent rainfall that we have had will put us somewhere between the 50-500 year flood event according to the Spillway Capacity Report from Aryes & Associates July 2006 – Revised November 2006.
Public Boat Launch – No new updates other than what was stated above under Boating Committee.
Lake Patrol – D. Malek presented the Lake Patrol Report from July 16th through August 12th.  There were 37.5 patrol hours with 20 citations and 38 warnings being issued.  Boating Safety Classes were held in August with 25 kids and 7 adults; all 32 passed.  Public launch parking lot observed to be full with car-trailers parking on CTH E at the same time; our lake has become very busy.  Gas slick in Jacks Bay found and traced to an outboard motor in the bay.  Canopy for boat found and will cost approximately $500.00 and could be installed when it is winterized.  N. Wambach stated more frequent lake patrol is needed.  The Board and residents discussed the need and how the patrol time is determined. New Business

Lake Mgmt. Planning Grant – The District has submitted an application for grant funding (third attempt) to update our Lake Mgmt. Plan; the last two submissions have been denied.

Critique of Annual Meeting – T. Day commented that the Boating Practices Committee did a great job with their presentation and the results from the questionnaire distributed at the meeting will be displayed on the ESLMD website.  There were 45 residents that attended the meeting.
High Capacity Shallow Water Wells – The ESLMD are potential plaintiffs, along with many others, in claim against the Wisconsin Dept. of Natural Resources and Village of East Troy at no charge to the District.  Basically this is just asking the courts to interrupt Act 310 as to whether it requires the DNR to do an environmental assessment on all Municipal wells and not just those that affect an outstanding and exceptional waterway.  If Act 310 doesn’t require an environmental assessment, then this would ask that ACT 310 be considered unconstitutional under the Public Trust Doctrine.  The Board briefly discussed and a decision will be made at the next meeting as to the Districts intent to opt out or continue along. 

Other – T. Day announced that our By-Laws need to be updated according to changes in Chapter 33.  John Mann is willing to look over our current By-Laws this winter in relation to our current practices and Chapter 33 and will advise the Board of his findings.
Financial Update and Payment of Bills – Motion made by J, Pasterski to approve and pay the bills; second by N. Cobb, motion carried.

At 9:15 p.m., J. Pasterski moved to adjourn, second by D. Malek, motion carried.

Regular Meeting – The board will meet Tuesday, September 18, 2007.
