REGULAR MEETING

January 20, 2009
Approved Minutes

Tom Day, Chairperson, called the meeting of the Eagle Spring Lake Management District to order at 7:30 p.m.  Other Commissioners in attendance were Nate Cobb, Jim Pasterski, Matthew Thew, Town of Eagle Representative Don Malek, and Waukesha County Representative Pamela Meyer.  Nick Wambach was excused.  There was one resident present.
Approval of Minutes – N. Cobb made a Motion to approve the minutes of the December 16, 2008 meeting; second by D. Malek, motion carried.
Weed Harvesting/Collection/Chemical Treatment – T. Day has contacted Marine Biochemist for a quote to chemically treat Jacks Bay and the East side of the 3 islands in the middle of the lake this spring.  There will be no grant funding applied for this spring.  The previous source of funding is no longer funding chemical treatments and the other source we would not qualify under there guidelines.

Lake Water Level Issue – T. Day stated the Final Draft Environmental Assessment should be available for viewing within the next couple of days.  The next SEWRPC meeting with the DNR and the Lake District will take place on January 30th to discuss the final draft of the EA.
Mill Race Modifications (Compliance for passage of 500 year flood) – T. Day stated a meeting with SEWRPC, Ayres & Associates, DNR and the ESLMD is necessary to discuss millrace modifications as it relates to the new watershed delineation.  Ayres & Associates has been asked for two quotes; one for a Hydraulics and Hydrology Study that would update our existing Dam Failure Emergency Plan and another quote for updating and revising our Dam Failure Emergency Plan. 
Public Boat Launch – T. Day presented to the Board the 2008’s Summary of Public Boat Launch Staffing.  It contains a reflection of what took place in 2008 as well as a recommendation of continuing to staff the boat launch this year as well as some other issues to take under consideration for 2009.  Further comments/discussion will be taken at next month’s meeting.
High Capacity Shallow Water Wells – There were no updates.

DNR Spring 08 Fish Study/Discussion – Permit for Rough Fish Removal – T. Day asked the Board to consider a local carp removal promotion as well as the possible commercial removal.  Preliminary prices for stocking Northern Pike were presented to the Board.  Further investigation into what other stocking company prices are is still being pursued.  There will be more information given at the next meeting before the Board will be asked to make any decisions.  
Proposed Speed Limit Ordinance – Proposal to Town of Eagle Board - The Board reviewed/discussed the proposal to the Town of Eagle to implement a 50 mph speed limit on the lake on Saturdays, Sundays, & Holidays.  The Board discussed the steps needed to be followed for the possible passage of this amendment to the ordinance.  D. Malek made a Motion to approve the amendment to the current ordinance, 93-02, 12.02, #12, to have the added verbiage of “In addition, a maximum speed limit of 50mph has been established for Saturdays, Sundays, and Holidays” and be referred to the Town of Eagle to be discussed at their January 21, 2009 meeting; second by M. Thew, motion carried.
Other – The quote for 2009 fireworks from Barolotta’s fireworks was presented to the Board which shows an increase in costs for the fireworks display when compared to the last several years.  The Board compared quotes from the other companies which show greater numbers of shells but a shorter show.  N. Cobb made a Motion to use Bartolotta’s for 2009, with the fireworks to be the evening of July 4, 2009, if due to inclement weather they will take place on July 5th; second by Pasterski, motion carried.
New Business
Financial Update and Payment of Bills and 4th Quarter Financial Report – Motion made by J. Pasterski to approve and pay the bills; second by D. Malek, motion carried.  The 4th quarter report of 2008 was presented to the Board and at this stage 2009’s Clean Boats/Clean Water program is expected to cost approximately $4,000 - $4,500 instead of the $2,000 budgeted and ESL Preservation Group will be contributing more than anticipated in 2009’s budget which will allow for coming in under budget overall.
At 8:27 p.m., J. Pasterski moved to adjourn, second by D. Malek, motion carried.
