REGULAR MEETING

July 20, 2010        
Approved Minutes

Tom Day, Chairperson, called the meeting of the Eagle Spring Lake Management District to order at 7:32 p.m.  Other Commissioners in attendance were Nate Cobb, Matthew Thew, Jim Pasterski, Nick Wambach, Town of Eagle Representative Don Malek, and Waukesha County Representative Pam Meyer.  Gordon Wambold (Dam Operator) and two residents were also present.

Approval of Minutes – J. Pasterski made a Motion to approve the minutes of the June 15, 2010 meeting with a correction/clarification.  Correction: New Business – Other - N. Cobb has donated his time to help maintain the District property as a compensation for not being able to attend “some of” the meetings (due to work related obligations).  D. Malek seconds the motion and motion carried.  

Weed Harvesting/Collection/Chemical Treatment – T. Day announced that harvesting remains to be approximately 95% floaters.  New Eurasian Water Milfoil growth has been observed in Marys Bay and Jacks Bay.  Plant growth continues to be minimal and slow this year.
Wambold Dam Repairs – Discussion, Possible Action Relative to Citation – As requested by the District’s Attorney, previous hearing date was changed to August 9, 2010.  
Mill Race Modifications – Per Waukesha County Department of Public Works (Amy Barrows) request, applications for a conditional use along with other permits have been submitted.  Due to DNR’s additional information request, Ayres Associates has revised the Project Manual and it was mailed to Michelle Schneider and William Sturtevant on July 15th.  Amy Barrows is awaiting the DNR’s conceptual approval before officially setting up the public hearing.  The District is striving for a September 7, 2010 hearing date at 7:30pm, in the Eagle Town Hall. The District remains determined to get the work completed before the end of the year.  
Public Boat Launch Storm Water Drainage – There was no update.
Carp Initiative – T. Day reported that to his knowledge there have been approximately 345 carp removed from the lake this year, resulting in a total of 956 carp removed since the start of 2009.
Ben Heussner (DNR) has given a commercial fisherman approval for carp removal of some Wisconsin Lakes.  We will be pursuing the possibility of being able to use the same company on Eagle Spring Lake.

Clean Boats/Clean Water Program – There were no updates.
Lake Patrol - D. Malek presented the Lake Patrol report from June 17, 2010 to July 11, 2010.  During that time there were 46 patrol hours with 11 citations and 27 warnings given.  There was one complaint of a speeding boat without lights on, just after Lake Patrol left the lake.  A complete viewing of the lake patrol report can be viewed on the District’s website.
Annual Meeting Preparations – Newsletters have been mailed and Board members have been asked to be at the meeting by 8:30am to help with the set-up.
New Business – There was none.
Financial Update and Payment of Bills – Motion made by J. Pasterski to approve and pay the bills; second by D. Malek, motion carried.  There were no questions on the 2nd Quarter Financial Report.
At 8:40 p.m. D. Malek made a Motion to go into Executive Session under 19.85 (1) (e) deliberating or negotiating the purchase of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session.  The Board will not reconvene into open session.  Second by N. Cobb, motion carried with the votes as follows: N. Cobb – Yes, T. Day – Yes, D. Malek – Yes, P. Meyer – Yes, J. Pasterski – Yes, M. Thew – Yes, and N. Wambach – Yes.

At 8:44 pm, J. Pasterski moved to adjourn, second by D. Malek, motion carried.
